Is SSC Reliability Status (RS) sufficient and equivalent to Senate “site access” clearance?

Al: SSC Reliability Status (RS) is not sufficient and equivalent to Senate “site access”
clearance and cannot be recognized as such.

Q2: Our GPS tracking devices look like they could be a good fit, but there are a couple
features that we are currently missing in our platform (IE, ability to pre-determine
routes by colour on the map and identify buildings occupied by the senate).
