(b) The parties agree to consult and co-operate with each other in the furtherance of the contract and 
 promptly notify the other party or parties and attempt to resolve problems or differences that may 
 arise. 
 
(c) If the parties cannot resolve a dispute through consultation and cooperation, the parties agree to 
 consult a neutral third party offering alternative dispute resolution services to attempt to address 
 the dispute.  
 
(d) Options of alternative dispute resolution services can be found on Canada’s Buy and Sell website 
 under the heading “Dispute Resolution”. 

 

6.14 Condition of Material Contract 

 
The Contractor must provide material that is new production of current manufacture supplied by the 
principal manufacturer or its accredited agent. The material must conform to the latest issue of the 
applicable drawing, specification and part number, as applicable, that was in effect on the bid closing 
date.

STATEMENT OF REQUIREMENT 

1.0 General Requirement 

The Contractor must provide quantity 4, Aviation Maintenance Stands Deployable (AMSD) including 
spares listed in para 3.0 delivered on or before 31 Mar 2025 with two additional option periods (to be 
exercised at Canada’s discretion) as follows: 
 
Option period 1 - quantity 12 of AMSD delivered on or before 31 March 2026.  
 
Option period 2 - quantity 12 of AMSD delivered on or before 31 March 2027.  
 
 
The total quantity of 28 AMSD. 
 
 
AMSD must individually meet the following requirements:  
 

• the AMSD must be: 

o Durable: Expected minimum service life of 10 years under standard aircraft related 
usage, including outdoor operations; 

o Resilient: Stand up to motorised towing under standard airport conditions (prepared 
surfaces); 

o Lightweight: Moveable with the physical effort of 2-3 people on flat, level surfaces; and  

o Transportable: Readily towable by standard aircraft support equipment (e.g. aircraft 
tractor/tug/mule) and air transportable via a CC130J Hercules; 

• The maintenance stand must have a flat working platform with sufficient space for a minimum of 2 
average size people (5’9”,), with residual space available to host a small set of tools and some 
small aircraft parts (suggested minimum platform dimensions of 30” X 48”, and minimum 500lbs 
weight capacity, otherwise a demonstration of suitability must be provided);  

• The AMSD working platform must adjust between a minimum vertical range of 3 to 10 feet above 
ground/floor level when configured for use. 

• Brake/Lock system must allow for safe and stable positioning of the platform between the 
system’s full vertical range. 

• At least one long side (the 48” plus side) of the platform edge must be able to align within 6” of a 
flat working surface. 

• The AMSD must be equipped with fully self-contained pneumatic, hydraulic, and/or electrical 
height adjustment system. 

• Guardrails must comply with OSHA safety regulations, including being removeable and 
interchangeable, and have a swing-bar system for platform security. 

• Removable guardrails must be less than 40 lbs each.  

• The system must contain heavy duty, castor style wheels, for ease of mobility.   

• Wheels must be fitted with braking systems to ensure they remain static while in storage and in 
use.  
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• Manual high adjustment (e.g. hydraulic pump) is required in case primary system (e.g. electric, 
hydraulic, etc.) is unusable. 

• The maintenance stand must be constructed of strong metal (steel or aluminium) welded 
materials to ensure stability and sturdiness under diverse weather conditions (wind, rain, snow).  

• Stairs and working platform must have non-slip, grip-strut style surfaces. 

• Hydraulic system restrictors in case of pressure failure (as applicable). 

• Hand adjustable screw jacks (stabiliser legs) are required to assure stability. 

• Stairs and platform must stay parallel at all heights. 
 

• Towable, with safety struts with pin system, and hitch attachment when it is not towed.  

• Towable, at a speed of at least 10mph on prepared surfaces. and 

• Potential solutions include the B4 style aircraft maintenance stands style (Maintenance Platform 
with ladder) or the B1 style aircraft maintenance stand (Platform with horizontal stairs). 

 

2.0 Product Dimensions and Specifications: 

 
The minimum platform dimensions of 30” X 48” to allow technicians and mechanics to work safely at 
heights ranging from 3’-10’ minimum. It must be composed with a ladder or stairway for safe access, with 
removable guardrails.   
 

• Must provide 1-year warranty on all mechanical parts and all deliverables from the date of 
delivery.

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5.0 Delivery, Packaging, and Labelling  
 

• The contractor is responsible for the delivery of 4 each AMSD and associated spare parts.  
 

• The Contractor must provide a minimum of twenty-four (24) hours notification prior to delivery.  
 

• To be delivered without damages and in working condition. 
 

• Shipping containers (pallets, etc.) shall be individually labelled. 
 

• Serialised components must comply with data plate and barcoding requirements provided in 
STANAG 2290.
