2.2 Submission of Bids 

 
Bids must be submitted by the date, time and place indicated on page 1 of the bid solicitation. 
 
Due to the nature of the bid solicitation, bids transmitted by facsimile to DFO will not be accepted. 
 

2.3  Enquiries - Bid Solicitation 

 
All enquiries must be submitted in writing to the Contracting Authority no later than 7 (seven)  calendar 
days before the bid closing date. Enquiries received after that time may not be answered. 
 
Bidders should reference as accurately as possible the numbered item of the bid solicitation to which the 
enquiry relates. Care should be taken by bidders to explain each question in sufficient detail in order to 
enable Canada to provide an accurate answer. Technical enquiries that are of a proprietary nature must 
be clearly marked "proprietary" at each relevant item. Items identified as "proprietary" will be treated as 
such except where Canada determines that the enquiry is not of a proprietary nature. Canada may edit 
the question(s) or may request that the Bidder do so, so that the proprietary nature of the question(s) is 
eliminated, and the enquiry can be answered to all bidders. Enquiries not submitted in a form that can be 
distributed to all bidders may not be answered by Canada. 

2.4 Applicable Laws

Bidders are responsible to send their proposal and to allow enough time for DFO to receive the proposal 
by the closing period indicated in the RFP. Emails with links to bid documents will not be accepted. 
 
For bids transmitted by email, DFO will not be responsible for any failure attributable to the transmission 
or receipt of the email bid. DFO will send a confirmation email to the Bidders when the submission is 
received. 
 
Prices must appear in the financial bid only.  No prices must be indicated in any other section of the bid. 
 
Canada requests that bidders follow the format instructions described below in the preparation of hard 
copy of their bid: 
 
(a) use 8.5 x 11 inch (216 mm x 279 mm) paper; 
(b) use a numbering system that corresponds to the bid solicitation.

4.2 Basis of Selection 

4.2.1 Highest Combined Rating of Technical Merit and Price - A0027T (2022-12-01)  

1. To be declared responsive, a bid must:  

a. comply with all the requirements of the bid solicitation; and 
b. meet all mandatory criteria; and 
c. obtain the required minimum of 10 points overall for the technical evaluation 

criteria which are subject to point rating.  The rating is performed on a scale of 
30 points. 

2. Bids not meeting (a) or (b) or (c) will be declared non-responsive.  

3. The selection will be based on the highest responsive combined rating of technical 
merit and price. The ratio will be 70% for the technical merit and 30% for the price.  

4. To establish the technical merit score, the overall technical score for each responsive 
bid will be determined as follows: total number of points obtained divided by the 
maximum number of points available multiplied by the ratio of 70%.  

5. To establish the pricing score, each responsive bid will be prorated against the lowest 
evaluated price and the ratio of 30 %.  

6. For each responsive bid, the technical merit score and the pricing score will be added 
to determine its combined rating.  

7. Neither the responsive bid obtaining the highest technical score nor the one with the 
lowest evaluated price will necessarily be accepted. The responsive bid with the

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highest combined rating of technical merit and price will be recommended for award of 
a contract.

The total 
available points equal 135 and the lowest evaluated price is $45,000 (45).

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PART 5 - CERTIFICATIONS

STATEMENT OF WORK 

 
1.0 Title 
 
Chartering of a vessel specialized in purse seine fishing to catch live herring in the western sector of 
NAFO Division 4S 
 
2.0 Context 

The Science Sector of Fisheries and Oceans Canada (DFO) is mandated to provide scientific information 
essential to the conservation and sustainable use of fisheries resources. Scientists assess stock status and 
advise fishery managers and industry on conservation and management measures to adopt to protect 
exploited species. They conduct research on the biology, ecology and physiology of marine invertebrates 
and fish, as well as on the factors influencing their abundance, recruitment, growth and reproduction. 
 
The objective of this work is to develop conservation strategies that ensure the sustainable exploitation of 
resources, by increasing the data available on the migration patterns of herring stocks in the northern Gulf 
of St. Lawrence. Herring is a pelagic fish with a major ecological role since it is preyed upon by several 
predators, including certain species of commercial importance. It also supports important commercial 
fisheries in NAFO Divisions 4R, 4S, 4TVn and 4VWX. 
 
3.0 Objectives 

The overall objective of the project is to tag herring using acoustic transmitters in the western sector of 
division 4S (North Shore of Quebec, includes unit areas 4Si, 4Sy and 4Sz; see Figure 1) to determine the 
migration patterns and mixing rates of herring stocks in this area. The chartered fishing vessel will have to 
catch live herring using a purse seine in order to tag the herring. 
 
To do this, the contractor must: 
 

• Coordinate fishing activities; 

• Assist DFO staff in handling live specimens; 

• Assist DFO staff in taking biological measurements of fishing samples and in entering data (e.g. 

latitude/longitude of purse seine sets or moorings); 

• Assist DFO staff in the deployment of acoustic release receivers at a few stations determined 

according to the fishing grounds; 

• Freeze herring samples on board the vessel, properly documenting the information on the box 

and also inserting a label in the bag; 

• Follow the instructions provided by DFO staff on board the fishing vessel and by the scientific 

mission head; 

• Provide two water tanks of approximately 800 liters (i.e. Xactic) and feed them by a continuous 

pump using fresh, clean seawater. 

The Contractor will not be allowed to make commercial landings during the contract with DFO as they will 
be fishing under a scientific license provided by DFO. 
 
4.0 Study area 

The fieldwork will take place on the North Shore of Quebec, primarily in NAFO unit area 4Sy, which 
includes the coastal segment between Baie de Moisie (located east of Sept-Îles) and Kegaska (see 
Figure 1). The work could extend to other sectors of the 4Sz unit area, which extends from Pointe-des-
Monts to Baie de Moisie, or 4Si, which borders the 4Sz and 4Sy areas and includes the western tip of 
Anticosti Island.

5.0 Description of work  

The chartered fishing vessel will have to follow the itinerary provided by DFO in order to search the area 
targeted by the project. The fishing vessel should catch herring using its purse seine when aggregations 
of herring are detected by the echo sounder along the route traveled and when bottom conditions, 
currents (and winds) and the depth of the school of fish are suitable. 
 
Herring should be caught alive in such a way as to tighten the school sufficiently, but not too much, in 
order to bring the specimens on board using a dip net. The herring will be kept in a holding tank (i.e. 
Xactic of about 800 liters) supplied with fresh seawater with a sufficient flow (i.e. minimum of 3-4 renewals 
in the tank per hour). A sub-sample of herring must be kept (n=55) and frozen for each fishing set that will 
have made it possible to capture enough herring to mark at least 30 individuals. A maximum of 110 
herring could be tagged, in two or three rounds of tagging. 
 
Once the tagging procedures have been completed, the tagged herring will be kept under observation for 
1-2 hours in a second tank before being released. Tagged herring should be released with unmarked 
herring, and at a location where there is an aggregation of herring if possible. 
 
The initial contract period is expected to start in October until November 30, 2023. The project duration 
(days at sea) is approximately 5 days. The supplier will have until November 30, 2023 to deliver the data 
and frozen samples, if applicable. The exact number of days at sea will be weather dependent and will be 
determined by the DFO scientist in charge in consultation with the contractor. 
 
The contractor will be paid according to the number of days at sea and at dock. Days at sea include days 
when the vessel is looking for herring aggregations accompanied by DFO personnel. A day at sea may 
be counted even if no fish are caught provided that a member of the DFO scientific team judges that the 
crew of the fishing vessel has worked diligently. Working days will be 24 hours a day. 
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Loading of equipment and reception of DFO staff will take place and end in Natashquan (Qc). Transit 
days to get to the loading and unloading port (Natashquan, Qc) before the start of the contract will not be 
counted as sea days and cannot be invoiced. 
Once the project has started, the days described below will be considered as a day spent at the wharf 
and will therefore be billed at the rate specified in Annex B (Basis of Payment): 
 

• Scientific team loading and unloading days, if required. 

• Days of bad weather conditions forcing the chartered fishing vessel to stay at the wharf. 

Days spent at the wharf due to a breakdown in the equipment of the fishing vessel will not be counted as 
a day at sea or a day spent at the wharf. They cannot be invoiced. 
 
The chartered fishing vessel must follow the instructions of the DFO mission head (scientist). 
 
The fishing vessel must navigate in unit area 4Sy as a priority, unless the DFO mission head decides 
otherwise. The crew of the fishing vessel will assist DFO personnel in collecting samples. They will be 
required to help count a sub-sample of intact herring, put it in a box and freeze it on board the fishing 
vessel. 
 
Fishing will be done using a purse seine, whose mesh size is adequate for catching small pelagic fish 
such as herring. 
 
The contractor must provide the fishing crew, the fishing vessel and the necessary equipment (fishing 
gear, repair kits, maps for navigation, freezer, etc.). Tagging equipment, boxes for fish samples and 
plastic bags will be provided by DFO.  
 
The Contractor will be responsible for managing its fuel and food reserves, dockside fees, and other 
needs. 
 
The contractor will be required to take on board two DFO scientific staff and provide them with meals for 
the duration of the project. The crew will be informed of food allergies or intolerances of scientific staff. 
DFO staff will bring survival suits for the science crew. 
 
The chartered vessel and fishing gear required for the project will have to be ready and previously tested 
before contract award, to be operational by that date. It is important that a seine damage repair kit be 
available on the vessel during operations. 
 
6.0 Support and Equipment 

The contractor will be required to provide the gear, labor and equipment necessary to complete the 
project. To do this, the contractor must ensure the coordination of fishing activities at sea and provide 
assistance to DFO personnel for the handling of live specimens. The contractor will have to provide two 
Xactics supplied with sea water, one to keep the herring caught using the purse seine, the other to keep 
the tagged herring under observation before their release. Only sample boxes will be provided by DFO. 
 
6.1 Work progress: 
 
The Contractor will have to inform (in advance if possible), to the DFO Project Authority, of all setbacks 
that could affect the proper conduct of the work. 
 
7.0 Deliverables 

The supplier must return all the frozen samples, if any, to DFO before November 30, 2023 (date of receipt 
of packages). 
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8.0 Project schedule 

The detailed schedule will be determined by the chief scientist and the captain of the fishing vessel. 
Mobilization and demobilization will take place at the port of Natashquan and will take approximately 1 to 2 
hours. The exact dates and times for mobilization, departure to the study area and demobilization will be 
determined in consultation with the vessel operator at the time of contract award. 
 
9.0 Language of work 

Verbal and written communications with the DFO's representative will be in English or French. The 
Captain and the crew can communicate in English or French.

1. Firm price per day (24hrs/day) 
 
The bid must be made specifying the price per day at sea (see definition of day at sea in the Statement of 
Work), the estimated total for 5 days at sea, as well as the price for 1 day spent at the wharf (see definition 
of day at wharf in the Statement of Work). Billing will be submitted according to the number of days at sea 
and the number of days spent at the wharf. The tenderer must complete this pricing schedule and include 
it in his financial bid.

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ANNEX "C" 
INSURANCE CONDITIONS 

 

1. The Contractor must obtain protection and indemnity insurance that must include excess collision 
liability and pollution liability. The insurance must be placed with a member of the International 
Group of Protection and Indemnity Associations or with a fixed market in an amount of not less 
than the limits determined by the Marine Liability Act, S.C. 2001, c. 6. Coverage must include 
crew liability, if it is not covered by Worker's Compensation as detailed in paragraph (2.) below. 

2. The Contractor must obtain worker's compensation insurance covering all employees engaged in 
the Work in accordance with the statutory requirements of the territory or province or state of 
nationality, domicile, employment, having jurisdiction over such employees. If the Contractor is 
subject to an additional contravention, as a result of an accident causing injury or death to an 
employee of the Contractor or subcontractor, or due to unsafe working conditions, then such levy 
or assessment must be paid by the Contractor at its sole cost. 

3. The protection and indemnity insurance policy must include the following:  

a. Additional insured: Canada is added as an additional insured, but only with respect to 
liability arising out of the Contractor's performance of the Contract. The interest of 
Canada as additional insured should read as follows: Canada, represented by Public 
Works and Government Services Canada. 

b. Waiver of subrogation rights: Contractor's Insurer to waive all rights of subrogation 
against Canada as represented by the Department of Oceans and Fisheries and Public 
Works and Government Services Canada for any and all loss of or damage to the 
watercraft however caused.  

c. Notice of cancellation: The Contractor will provide the Contracting Authority thirty (30) 
days prior written notice of policy cancellation or any changes to the insurance policy. 

d. Cross liability and separation of insureds: Without increasing the limit of liability, the 
policy must protect all insured parties to the full extent of coverage provided. Further, the 
policy must apply to each Insured in the same manner and to the same extent as if a 
separate policy had been issued to each.  
  

e. Litigation rights: Pursuant to subsection 5(d) of the Department of Justice Act, R.S.C. 
1985, c. J-2, s.1, if a suit is instituted for or against Canada which the Insurer would, but 
for this clause, have the right to pursue or defend on behalf of Canada as an Additional 
Named Insured under the insurance policy, the Insurer must promptly contact the 
Attorney General of Canada to agree on the legal strategies by sending a letter, by 
registered mail or by courier, with an acknowledgement of receipt.
